SAILING  INSTRUCTIONS

1 Rules:

1.1 This regatta is governed by the rules as defined in "The Racing Rules of Sailing" (RRS).

1.2 By participating in this regatta, a competitor (or parent/guardian if under age 18) grants to the organizing authority and its sponsors the right in perpetuity to make, use and show, from time to time at their discretion, any photographs, motion pictures and live, taped or filmed television and other reproductions of him or her during the period of the competition without compensation.
2 Entry and Eligibility: 
2.1 This regatta is open to all sailing vessels.  

2.2 Competitors may enter by delivering a completed entry form and paying the applicable entry fee to registration (see NOR) before 9:00am Saturday, March 1, 2014.  

3 Notices to Competitors:

3.1 Notices to competitors will be posted on the official regatta notice board located at/near the registration area of the LMSA clubhouse.
3.2 Changes to the sailing instructions will be posted on the notice board at the end of the competitors meeting on Saturday.  

4 SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1 Signals made ashore will be displayed from the flagpole on A Dock by “The Chart Room” east of the boat ramps.
4.2 When the flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 45 minutes’ in race signal AP. 

5 SCHEDULE
Saturday, March 1st, 2014






9:30 AM: Competitors Meeting near the east entrance of the LMSA club house
10:55 AM: First Warning Signal will be sounded no earlier than 10:55 AM
6 STARTS

6.1 There will be a single start for all competitors entered in the regatta 
7 COURSES
7.1 The racing area will be on the waters of Lake Monroe.

7.2 The attached diagram shows the courses
7.3 Other than the start to the first gate,          all marks are to be left to port. 
8 MARKS
8.1 The first windward marks after the start will be inflatable cylinders. (West Marine)
8.2 The northerly turning mark (3rd mark) in front of the New Tribes Mission (Hotel) will be a yellow inflatable cylinder (West Marine)
8.3 After rounding Channel Marker #8, the next mark will be a yellow inflatable approx ¾ miles to the east
8.4 GPS Coordinates of fixed marks

9 THE START
9.1 All starts will be in accordance with Rule 26
9.2 The starting line shall be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the Race Committee signal boat at the starboard end and the course side of the starting mark at the port end of the line as shown in the course diagram.
9.3 The start will be a windward start to a gate marked by yellow West Marine marks.  After that, all marks are to be kept to port.

9.4 No boat shall start later than 10 minutes after the starting signal.

9.5 When an individual recall is signaled, the race committee may attempt to hail boats that are OCS.  The timing and order, or omission, of such hails or the failure of a boat to hear a hail will not be considered an improper action or omission of the race committee under rule 62.1.

9.6 Once all competitors have properly crossed the start line, the race committee signal boat and starting pin will be reset into position to form the finish line.
10 SHORTENING OF THE COURSE 
10.1 After the starting signal, if the race committee determines it is necessary to shorten course, such change will be made in accordance with RRS 32.2 
11 THE FINISH

11.1 The finish line shall be between the staff displaying an orange flag on the Race Committee signal boat and the course side of the finishing mark as shown in the course diagram.

12 TIME LIMITS

12.1 A sailing vessel finishing after 1700 will be scored DNF without a hearing.  

13 Protests:

13.1 Any boat intending to protest must inform the Race Committee signal boat immediately after finishing the race.   

13.2 Protests shall be filed in writing within 60 minutes after the signal boat docks. Forms will be available at the LMSA Club Room, and turned into the same location.

14 Scoring:

14.1 Portsmouth Yardstick D-PN will be used. 

15 ENVIRONMENTAL AND SAFETY

15.1 Competitors are prohibited from discharging ANY refuse overboard, including cans, bottles, and plastic.
15.2 All boats are requested to check in with the race committee prior to the warning signal by sailing past the stern of the signal and hailing her sail number until acknowledged by the race committee.
15.3 A boat that retires from a race or intends not to start a race shall inform the nearest race committee boat as soon as possible.

16 Radio / Telephone Communication

16.1 Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make a radio transmission while racing nor receive radio communication not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

17 Awards:
17.1 The perpetual G. William McVay trophy will be awarded to the monohull with the least corrected time. Additional trophies may be awarded at the discretion of the organizing authority.

18 Disclaimer of Liability:
18.1 Competitors participate in this regatta entirely at their own risk. See Rule 4, “Decision to Race (RRS). The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage, personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the regatta.
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
